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Kemer is fast emerging as one of the most important tourist centres in Turkey. Located 
at the foot of the west Toros mountains, 30 miles from Antalya.  Kemer itself sits on the 
meeting point of two bays both with fantastic blue flag beaches. The Toros mountains 
make an impressive back drop for this lively town. 
 
There is lots to see and do in the 
area from the Yörük (Nomad) 
Theme Park where you can watch 
traditional crafts people at work to 
relaxing on charming and 
delightful bays with many sports 
and entertainment. You can also 
swim, dive, ski, golf, sail, mountain 
safari, mountain biking, quad bike, 
horse ride, do water sports and 
much more.  
 

 

With the implementation of the ‘Tourism Project South Antalya’ Kemer has grown rapidly 
over the last ten years. This project included the building of a new high and a complete 
refurbishment of the marina. You can now be at Antalya airport in under an hour.  
 
The town has a wealth of 5 and some 7 star hotels set along side an impressive 
complement of restaurants, bars and night clubs. The completion of the new Ski Centre 
in 2007 means that you can ski and swim at the same time of the year and makes 
Kemer a year round resort! With a length of 4,350 metres, the new Tahtali cable car (to 
the ski resort) is the longest in Europe and the second longest in the World.

business with a growing demand that means price increases. 
 
Kemer used to be an undiscovered paradise however over the last few years, more and 
more European citizens are settling in the region. This combination of different 
nationalities relocating to Kemer has given it a very cosmopolitan feel and pleasant 
place to live or visit indeed.
