Power of Attorney

To avoid traveling backward and forward to Turkey on several occasions during the
process many investors opt to give their solicitors a power of attorney to effectively sign
on their behalf. You can empower your solicitor to do the following.

. Signing the private purchase contract

. Opening a bank account

. Connection of water, electric and phone

. Signing off on the transferring title deeds into your name

There are several ways you can get a power of attorney.
In Turkey

Power of attorney documents are issued from the notary office. If this is signed in person
a sworn translator will need to be present to translate the contents into English. The
sworn translator will also be required to give an official oath.

In your country of origin

If you wish to organise a power of attorney when you're not in the country, your lawyer
can send it by post. You will then need to take this power of attorney to (can be done by
post) the Commonwealth office in London (for British investors) or a public notary office
in other countries.

These bodies will then apostolate the document. The document will generally have to
accompanied by your passport i.e. take it with you to be on the safe side. We would
always advise you phone the relevant body before traveling or sending.

The power of attorney must then be sent back to Turkey to be translated into Turkish at
the Notary Public office as before.
